The owner of each lot,
by acceptance of a deed thereto, automatically becomes a member of
the Laurel Ridge Property Owners' Association to be created as
herein set forth, and agrees to pay an amount determined by the
positive vote of Owners of at least two-thirds (2/3) of the Lots
in sald subdivision as deemed necessary for the purpose of
maintaining (including the removal of snow and the repairs and
improvements of said roadways) the right-of-ways and roadways shown
on the subdivision plat. During December of each Year, beginning
December, 1994, said Association shall notify each lot owner, in
writing, as to the amount of the lot assessment which shall be due
and payable by January 31 of each year. 1In the event of a resale
or transfer of one or more parcels in said subdivision, this
obligation shall run with the land and become the obligation of the

new owner(s) even though it may have been assessed to a prior
owher.

f= ¥ If the owner of any lot is in default in the payment of
any assessments, including interest and costs of collection, in
addition to any other means of collection, the Property Owners'

Assoclation may bring an action at law against the owner personally
obligated to pay same.

4. ° In exchange for Declarant's agreemaent to install and
